ACADEMICS: The CUNY College Now Program at campuses throughout the city 

offers free college-level science, math, & humanities classes to current juniors & 

seniors (sophomores may be eligible for some programs). The application deadlines 

and course times vary for each individual campus - students should explore their 

options. 

 

BUSINESS: The Emma Bowen Summer Internship for seniors is a paid program 

for groups (including Asian-Americans) under-represented in media corporations.

GOVERNMENT/LEADERSHIP: The Bill of Rights Institute is a year-long program 

for juniors & seniors interested in the role of government, leadership in civil society, 

along with other current public policy issues. 

 

MUSEUMS/ART: The Guggenheim Museum welcomes all students to their 

upcoming free sketching and other art workshops – ther next session is on October

PARKS/NATURE: The Brooklyn Botanic Garden’s Garden Apprentice Program is 

open to current 9th, 10th, and 11th grade students with an interest in urban agriculture, 

plants, and the environment.

STEM: The International Young Researchers Conference is a low-cost six-week 

virtual program that introduces students from all grades to research concepts in 

biology, chemistry, and other scientific fields.
